Please take this book and the dedication of  our 
community center kitchen as a small gift from us to show our gratitude 
for all that you have done through your work with Seaside Landscape and 
come visit sometime to see it all for yourselves.   

We believe in the power of  partnership. We believe that when we partner 
with people for a greater good that all wins are collective wins. That when 
you win, we win and when we win, you win. That you get all the credit 
for all that we can accomplish through your partnership. That by helping 
Seaside sustain and grow you are helping transform the lives of  thousands. 
That our legacy is your legacy. A legacy of  transformation.
